Fremont USBC Youth Scholarship Tournament Rules – 
2024 

 

April 21, 2024 – 9:00AM – 30 Bowl 

1. All grade 5-12 USBC sanctioned bowlers within the jurisdiction of the Fremont 
USBC are eligible to participate. To be eligible, a tournament entry form must be 
completed and returned to the tournament director or to 30 Bowl by April 20, 
2024.  

2. Handicap will be 90% of difference from 230. Averages will be taken as of the 
closing date listed above using the bowlers highest 12 game or more USBC 
average from the current season. All bowlers without a 12-game average will 
bowl scratch.  

3. There will be one division for all boys and girls. The format will be 3 games of 
qualifying. The top 4 will move on to match play with the #1 seed vs #4 seed and 
#2 seed vs #3 seed. Winner of the match will be the bowler with the highest 2 
game handicapped total for the match. The winners will face each other for 1st 
and 2nd place and the losers will face each other for 3rd and 4th, also 2 game total.  

4. Four scholarships will be paid out as follows: 1st - $200.00, 2nd - $150.00, 3rd -
$100.00, 4th -$50.00. The scholarship awards will be paid from the Fremont 
USBC “SMART” Account #10678  

5. Bowlers are requested to check in with the tournament director at least 15 
minutes prior to the start of the tournament. Warm up will begin at 
approximately 8:50AM with tournament action starting at 9:00AM. Anyone 
arriving after the first game has begun will take zeroes for frames missed. If any 
games or matches end in a tie, the bowlers will bowl sudden death frame by 
frame with the first bowler to win a frame being declared the winner.
